Westward Movement

1. Since the nation began, Americans have moved west.

2. As the colonies on the eastern coast grew more crowded, pioneers began moving west toward the plains beyond the Mississippi River.

3. Because the Great Plains did not seem the best farmland, many tough and brave families pushed further west and into Oregon Country, the area beyond the Rockies.

4. Trappers and farmers moved into Oregon Country because the land was fertile and because the area had all kinds of game.

5. Originally Oregon was claimed by the United States, Britain, Spain, and Russia, but when settlers arrived from the eastern coast, some kind of agreement was necessary.

6. Russia and Spain conceded their claims, while the United States and Britain agreed on joint occupation of the Oregon Territory.

7. Among the very first settlers in Oregon Country were trappers, as the land was rich with animals.

8. Because winters were long and harsh, trappers were hardy and well adapted to their changing environment.

9. Since beaver hats were very fashionable in Europe and on the eastern coast, trappers had a ready-made market for their beaver pelts.

10. When the fashion for beaver hats faded, trappers or mountain men used their knowledge and guided settlers across the dangerous trails into the Oregon Country.
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
