3. Blockades, a ploy of the British army, were impervious to attack by the American navy, a tiny group of ships.

4. In spite of their size, however, several American sea captains, brave and intelligent men and leaders, scored remarkable victories.

5. Isaac Hull, the captain of the Constitution, an American ship, waited until the very end for the attack on the Guerriere, a large and well-manned British frigate.

6. These small victories, high points for the Americans, did not influence the outcome of the war.

7. The War Hawks had at least two other goals, Florida and Canada, in mind as they pushed for the War of 1812.

8. They believed in the freedom of Canada, a British colony.

9. William Hull, the American leader, led his troops into Canada.

10. General Isaac Brock, leader of the Canadian troops, sent Hull a false "secret" message, an incorrect statement of the number of Canadian troops.
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
