Lord of the Flies

Completely analyze all clauses in the following sentences.

1. Lord of the Flies, a sophisticated novel about the evil in human nature, was written by William Golding, who saw first-hand man's inhumanity to man when he served in the British military during World War II.

2. Several British schoolboys are stranded on an island when the plane that was taking them to safety crashes and the pilot dies. 

3. From the beginning of the novel emerge four characters who appear most important in the development of the island society.

4. These four boys, Ralph, Piggy, Simon, and Jack, become important examples of the society that is presently waging war.

5. At their first meeting the boys elect Ralph leader, and whoever holds the conch that called them to the assembly is the speaker.

6. The small boys of six or seven, the "littl'uns," have nightmares when they sleep and fear "beasties" that might live on the island.  

7. At one of the meetings, Ralph suggests that they make a signal fire, and unsure of how the should light it, the boys eventually use Piggy's glasses which focus the sunlight on the dry twigs and leaves.

8. That the boys want the establishment of a society is obvious when they meet, build huts, and light the fire.

9. The lack of group effort is shown when they play, sleep, and forget the fire.

10. This powerful novel serves as an excellent tool when literature instructors are teaching the techniques of symbolism and irony. 
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
