2. Were I like thee I'd throw away myself.  Timon of Athens

3. I can never see him but I am heart-burned an hour after.  Much Ado About Nothing  Note: but means "unless." Also note that “an hour after” is an adverbial noun.

4. Direct thy feet where thou and I henceforth may never meet.  12th Night

5. He was a gentleman on whom I built an absolute trust.  Macbeth
6. Thy royal father was a most sainted king; the queen that bore thee, oft'ner upon her knees than on her feet, died every day she liv'd.  Macbeth
7. Is this the noble Moor whom our full Senate call all-in-all sufficient?  Othello
8. She hangs upon the cheek of night as a rich jewel <hangs> in an Ethiop's ear.  Romeo and Juliet
9. O, she is rich in beauty, only poor that, when she dies, with beauty dies her store. Romeo and Juliet
10. O God, a beast that wants discourse of reason would have mourn'd longer.  Hamlet
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
