1. After the War of Independence was won, the leaders of the new American nation began the search for a permanent location for its headquarters.

2. Because both the North and the South wanted the nation's capital near their part of the country, a compromise was finally reached in 1790.

3. The compromise was one that placed the new capital in a slightly southern location between Maryland and Virginia. 

4. That the exact location was left to President George Washington is one reason for the city’s name.

5. Washington also chose the designer who was Pierre Charles L'Enfant.

6. L'Enfant’s idea was that the city would be divided into four sections with the Capitol as the center.

7. Although L'Enfant's idea was relatively simple, disagreements among building contractors, landowners, and others caused his dismissal before the first cornerstone for the capitol was laid in 1793.

8. In 1800 President John Adams and 137 government workers moved to the city on which little work had been completed. 

9. Whether the public would embrace the city as the nation's capital was unknown for many years. 
10. Until the British virtually destroyed the city in 1814 during the War of 1812, the nation did not accept the city as the nation's headquarters.
