1. A list of important characteristics for a good study plan includes the following having a quiet place to work, planning for an uninterrupted work time, and being prepared with all necessary materials and books.

2. A good time to study might be from 400 to 530 after school and before family meals.

3. When students leave school at around 300, have after-school activities until 500, and then go with Mom to run errands, study time might change to an evening time both before and after the family meals.
