7. She had thirteen children most of whom were sold into slavery.

8. At the Seneca Falls Convention which was organized by leaders of the women's rights movement resolutions were passed that asked for equality for women in the workplace at school and at church.

9. Emma Willard who was an educator opened a school that taught "men's subjects" including physics philosophy and math to girls.

10. Since colonial times women had been "doctors" but Elizabeth Blackwell was the first woman to graduate from medical school.
