Watership Down

Completely analyze the following sentences.

1. An allegory has places and characters with symbolic meanings; a fable is a story with a clearly-stated moral.

2. Pilgrim's Progress by John Bunyan is an allegory, and Watership Down by Richard Adams is also a story of symbols.

3. In Pilgrim's Progress, Christian, the main character, journeys toward the Celestial City, and he symbolizes all Christians on their journey toward heaven.

4. Watership Down seems like a story of wandering rabbits, but it is really a commentary on leadership growth and different forms of government.

5. Hazel is the emerging leader; the first Threarah is a "laissez-faire" leader; and Woundwort is the epitome of a dictator.

6. The little band of wanderers leaves the safety of familiar surroundings, for they understand and fear the men with the "white sticks."

7. Cowslip's warren is ruled by an invisible and unspoken pact with the enemy, the farmer, but the warren prefers good food over honest discussion.

8. Fiver's role in the story is one of prophecy, and eventually the rest of the rabbits learn his strength and value.

9. At the beginning of the story, strength and size are the most important leadership qualities, but by the end of the journey, the rabbits know about real strength and true leaders. 

10. Adams combines "rabbit lore" with an exciting story, and he shows the results of both good and bad leadership styles.
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
