Completely analyze the following sentences.

1. Three forms of the element carbon exist, and they are diamond, graphite, and fullerenes.

2. Diamonds can be artificially made, but they are not acceptable for jewelry.

3. The lead in a pencil is called graphite, but it is actually a form of carbon.

4. You might use graphite for a sticky lock, or you might use it as a lubricant in machinery.

5. The original name of the third type of carbon is buckminsterfullerene, but that name has been shortened to fullerene.

6. Fullerenes are shaped like geodesic domes, and they are sometimes called "buckyballs."

7. Molecules can form single bonds and double bonds with carbon atoms, but triple bonds are never found in nature.

8. Hydrocarbons full of hydrogen can be saturated, or they can be unsaturated in another condition. 

9. Many organic compounds have strong odors, but esters often smell fruity and pleasant.

10. Your body needs all of the four main organic compounds, carbohydrates, lipids, nucleic acids, and proteins, but it also needs vitamins and minerals.
