Seed Plants

Completely analyze the following sentences.

1. All seed plants have two characteristics; they have vascular tissue and seeds for reproduction.

2. Air and water spread seeds like coconut palm and milkweed, but humans or animals also carry seeds such as spiny parsley or grass.

3. Inside the bark of a tree is the cambium; it divides into new phloem and sylem.

4. The root cap contains dead cells, but it also protects the root from injuries.

5. Gymnosperms include cycads, ginkgo, gnetophytes, and conifers; they are the oldest kind of seed plants.

6. Scientists continually study pollination and fertilization and the reproductive systems of plants, but all is not yet known about these processes.

7. The female parts of a flower are pistils in the center of the flower, and the male parts are the stamen on the tall stalks inside the flower.

8. Monocots have only one leaf seed, but dicots produce leaves with two seeds.

9. Cotton seeds develop in bolls and are colored with fibers; these fibers are manufactured into cotton fabric for clothing.

10. A plant with negative tropism grows away from a stimulus, but a plant with positive tropism grows toward a stimulus.
