7. Frequently, the villain makes the heroine a delicious dessert.

8. The wicked queen in "Snow White" gave the innocent girl a beautiful, poisoned apple.

9. Sometimes the magic of a fairy tale sends the hero success on a journey.

10. Almost always, writers of fairy tales like the Brothers Grimm give the weaker hero a chance of winning with good deeds.

11. Finally, writers like Hans Christian Anderson teach their readers a lesson in every story.
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
