Mythology:Heroes and Monsters

Completely analyze the following sentences.

1. That men could not defeat her allowed Medusa to have great power.

2. Killing or capturing several monsters were tasks easily accomplished by Hercules.

3. The hydra was a water serpent that had taken a heavy toll in the country of Argos.

4. Hercules killed this monster by cutting off his immortal head.

5. Another labor done by Hercules was handicapping the Arcadian stag and carrying it to the tyrant Eurystheus of Argos. 

6. After he skinned the Nemean lion and captured the Boar of Erymanthus, Hercules cleaned the Augean stables which housed three-thousand oxen and had not been cleaned for thirty years.  

7. Other tasks, including slaying the Arcadian birds and taming the man-eating horses of Diomedes, were no problem for the strong and skilled Hercules.

8. Hercules even descended into Hades to capture Cerberus.

9. When Theseus, son of Aegeus of Athens, was sixteen, he easily removed the rock under which his father had placed a sword and sandals.  

10. Each year Crete required from Athens fourteen youth as a living sacrifice; these young people had to face the Minotaur, a creature having the features of both a man and a bull, in the Labyrinth.

11. Going against his father's wishes, Theseus departed for Crete to be one of the sacrificed youth; he promised his father to exchange white sails for the black ones if his adventure were successful.

12. Ariadne, the daughter of the Cretan king, fell in love with Theseus immediately; her way of helping the young man was to provide him with a ball of string that would allow him to find his way out of the maze.

13. After slaying the Minotaur, Theseus had to follow the string back out to daylight and Ariadne.

14. Unfortunately for Ariadne, Theseus left her sleeping on the island of Naxos; his excuse was that a god had ordered him to leave her there to become a bride for Bacchus.

15. In returning to Athens, Theseus forgot his promise to his father and did not change the sails; seeing black sails on the ship caused Aegeus to throw himself to his death.  
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
