Anne Frank

Completely analyze all phrases in the following sentences.

1. Anne Frank, the daughter of Jewish parents Otto Frank and Edith Frank-Hollander, was born in 1929 in Frankfort, Germany, four years before Adolf Hitler succeeded in becoming Chancellor of Germany.  

2. Soon after Hitler’s coming to power in 1933, the boycott of Jewish businesses began; Otto Frank did not want to wait for trouble, and he moved his family to Amsterdam.

3. Having received a diary for her thirteenth birthday, Anne began to write about the events surrounding the eventual German occupation of Holland.

4. Mr. Frank, a man of wisdom and foresight, had already begun to convert the attic of his business into a place for hiding his own family, the Van Daan family, and Mr. Dussel.

5. On July 6, 1942, the Frank family members moved into the Annex and were soon followed by the others; all committed to living a normal, although quiet and hidden, life inside the attic.

6. Spending time with her studies and her diary kept Anne busy during the day.

7. Some of Mr. Frank's former employees provided them with food bought on the black market or with food stamps obtained by the underground. 

8. Having written the last entry in her diary on August 1, 1944, Anne and the other occupants of the Annex were discovered by the German police.

9. A German policeman ordered everyone to hand over their jewelry and valuables; Anne's papers were left behind.

10. Returning to Amsterdam after the liberation of the Nazi camps and acting on friends' advice, Otto Frank published Anne’s diary, entitled "The Annex."
