1. Building Mount Rushmore was the dream of sculptor Gutzon Borglum.  

2. His dream of a great national monument to be carved in stone became a reality in the Black Hills of South Dakota.  

3. In 1925 Congress authorized funds for a memorial featuring the heads of Presidents George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Abraham Lincoln, and Theodore Roosevelt.

4. The heads, 60 feet in height, would be carved into the granite cliffs located near Rapid City, South Dakota. 

5. Borglum, a son of Danish immigrants, chose to carve these four great Presidential figures because of their representation of America's growth and political development.

6. To create the huge stone faces, Borglum began by fashioning plastic models and using an ingenious method of transferring his design to the stone.

7. The method involved using plumb lines dropped from the mountaintop and pointing the main features of each face.

8. Removing the stone by dynamite and then pneumatic drills led to Borglum's completing the statues with hammer and chisel.

9. Work began in 1927, but bad weather and lack of funds caused the project to be delayed for 14 years, and Borglum died in 1941 before completion.

10. To honor his father, Borglum's son Lincoln completed the masterpiece.
