3. Young Louis studied art at home and in Paris, and by 1875 he had begun experimenting with different ways of coloring blown glass.

4. Working out of his factory in Cirona, New York, he produced a glass called "Favrile."

5. The unique glass, quickly becoming fashionable, had an iridescent quality and was often combined with metals.

6. Contributing to the Art Nouveau movement, Tiffany's floral jewelry used new materials to create flowing, dramatic effects and symbolic forms. 

7. Having achieved great success as a glassmaker and designer of jewelry, Tiffany was also a famous decorator commissioned by President Chester A. Arthur to redecorate the reception rooms in the White House.  

8. Designing the magnificent glass theater curtain at the Palacio de Bellas Lettres of Mexico City was a high point in his career. 

9. To support young artists, Tiffany set up the Louis Comfort Tiffany Foundation for Art Students.

10. Remaining active and creative was important to Tiffany; he died in New York City, on January 17, 1933.
