when henry viii came to the throne of england, he was a very young man.  he married catherine of aragon, and embarked on a reign that took him from being the king of england a catholic island country to a sort of accidental leader in the beginning of the protestant movement in the christian church one of the most important parts of a kings reign in those times was to maintain stability by having a clear heir to the throne did henry have such an heir for him an heir meant having a son who would inherit his throne and catherine his wife at that time had only one living child mary henry felt that he had to have a son and that the only way to achieve that goal was to divorce catherine and remarry unfortunately for henry the catholic church and its leader the pope disallowed divorce except in unusual circumstances and further catherine used her considerable influence to prevent any such occurrence.  eventually henry just declared himself head of the church of england and one of the first things he did was to make divorce legal divorcing catherine who never recognized the action he married anne boleyn who shortly had yet another daughter elizabeth who was destined to become one of the greatest monarchs in english history in many ways henry got the substance of his desire for his country stability independence from the catholic church and power
